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How to copy a picture in Internet Explorer

· Select the picture you want with the RIGHT mouse button

Internet Explorer will place this extra menu on the screen:

· Select Copy
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· Move to your word document using the restore button on the taskbar. It might look like this:
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· Position the cursor where you want the picture to go

· Select Edit
· Select Paste

How to save a picture in Netscape

· Select the picture you want with the RIGHT mouse button

Netscape will place this extra menu on the screen:

· Select Save Image As …
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Netscape places this box on the screen:

Make a note of where Netscape is going to save your picture file

· Select Save

You can now insert the picture into your word processor using the necessary commands
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
