Where I was examined by a doctor. He couldn't find any bones broken. So I was taken off to RedHill Hospital and the Matron looked at me, and said 'Are you in any pain?' I said 'Not at the moment.' So she said to the Sister, 'Wrap him up in blankets and put him in bed.' 





Where I was left all night, but I didn't get any sleep, because being near Henley Aerodrome, with planes taking off and landing all night long. Anyway in the morning two nurses came along and gave me a blanket bath and I felt better after that.
